Philosophy 536: A Priori Knowledge

I will be teaching a seminar on a priori knowledge at UIC.  The emphasis is
on contemporary debates concerning a priori knowledge since roughly Quine,
but the three leading questions: "What is a priori knowledge?" "Is there a
priori knowledge?" and "What is the relation between a priori knowledge and
necessity and analyticity?" take Kant as the background.  The first few weeks
of the semester will begin with some brief historical background, including a
week devoted to Kant; more importantly, it will include an in depth evaluation
of Kant's use of necessity as a criterion of a priori knowledge.  In short,
at least part and perhaps all of the semester may be of interest to
someone interested in Kant, particularly his relation to contemporary
debates.
