The aim of this seminar is to examine Heidegger's Being and Time from the perspective of its contribution to philosophy in this century. The seminar will focus on how Heidegger develops the new philosophical paradigm of hermeneutics in his attempt to transform Husserl's phenomenology. We will also examine how this achievement implies an irreconcilable discontinuity with the paradigm of mentalism, which prevents Heidegger from definitely completing his original project.
